Rule changes are in place for Group T in 2010. Last year VORRA launched this revolutionary truck class that
opened up a new spirit of competition that racers can't help but get charged up about. Many were surprised by
its popularity, and we want to build on what we learned last year to refine this new "TRUCK RACE". Through
extensive conversations with competitors in the class, VORRA has developed an added dimension to the Group
T rulebook that deals with engine displacement and vehicle weight along with chassis types that represent
different categories competing in the class.

The ABugod invasion is coming with Class 11 returning
reduced fees for both classes, VORRA offers more affordable options for racers this year.

Short course also has changes in the works. A new three Moto format with 5 wide landrush starts will keep our
flagman busy, but the roar of the crowd will hopefully keep his mind off his sore shoulder. Moto 1 will line up
based on qualifying times, Moto 2 will invert the finish order of Moto 1, and Moto 3 will take shape in the same
order the finishers complete their second race of the day.

| am also pleased to announce a new Quad/ATV Series for VORRA focused on structuring events that appeal to
more ATV enthusiasts. Our mission for 2010 is to transplant and nurture a new division of VORRA that has a
chance to grow to its full potential. The first two events of 2010 will be combined weekends. Our volunteer drive
this spring will have new faces in the crowd that will need some time to learn what it takes to have a stand-alone
race. At this ti me, Prairie City SVRA is under construc
approval and the project completion. We expect to be able to schedule at least two stand-alone ATV weekends
at Prairie City for late 2010. The likelihood of desert racing with VORRA rides on the success of our recruitment
efforts over the next few months. Secondary Short Course venues may be considered as well. The format of all
this is a little freeform by design because we want to re-invent ATV racing within VORRA. The ATV community
will ultimately decide their own course of action. Track type, rules, classes, fees, contingency, and many other
concerns will now be customized to the ATV racer by a team dedicated exclusively to ATV racers.
